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Le Centre social autogéré (CSA) est un projet anti-
capitaliste et égalitaire qui s’oppose a toute forme de
domination, d’hiérarchie et d’impérialisme. Le CSA
est décentralisé et autonome des autorités politiques,
religieuses et économiques. Il a été lancé en juin 2008
et, depuis, il existe comme centre social itinérant dans
le quartier Pointe Saint-Charles. Depuis un an nous
tenons des activités sociales, culturelles et politiques,
telles que: activités d’éducation populaire, cuisines
collectives, cinéma itinérant, réparation de vélo et
flotte de vélos en libre service, partys et concerts.

Le 29 mai nous occuperons un batiment abandonné
afin de mieux remplir la mission du centre social.

Il est légitime que la population s’approprie les lieux
et les batiments qui sont laissés a ’abandon par les
capitalistes dans un but de spéculation. A I’heure ou
les individus deviennent des consommateurs, ou la
culture n’est plus qu’une marchandise, ou la nature
est détruite et ou les quartiers populaires sont gentri-
fiés, le Centre social autogéré répond “Ya basta!”: la
vie n’est pas une marchandise!

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The autonomous social centre (ASC) is an anti-capitalist,
anti-authoritarian project which stands against all forms of
hierarchy, domination, and oppression. Our project aims to
liberate unused urban space and transform it into a self-
managed social centre which serves the needs of the com-
munity - both the residents of the Point (and Montreal more
broadly), as well as others that share our struggle.

The ASC is decentralized and autonomous from political,
religious or economic authorities. The project was started
in June 2008 and has since been doing activities in Point St.
Charles, but without any permanent space of its own. Over
the past year, we’ve organized or hosted social, cultural,
and political activities, such as: popular education work-
shops, free collective meals, film screenings, bike-repair
workshops and the launch of a free bike fleet, as well as
squat parties and shows.

On May 29", we will occupy an abandoned building to
better be able to carry out our projects. We feel that it is le-
gitimate for people to re-appropriate spaces and buildings
abandoned by capitalism for the sake of speculation. At a
time when much of our culture is being commodified, na-
ture destroyed, people reduced to “consumers”, and low-
income neighborhoods being gentrified, the autonomous
social centre replies “Enough is enough! Life is not a com-
modity!”
